Costley Mill Park
was once just Costley
Mill. It started when a
small group settled
along the Big Haynes
Creek, which later
became known as
Rockdale County and
Costley Mill. The
name came from the
owner, James Luther
Thomas Costley, who
paid for it with crops
of cotton.

The Mill was
threatened by the
Creek Indians, then
Sherman's troops
during the Civil War.
It burned in 1901,
was rebuilt in 1904,
only to burn a final
death in 1973. This
was a tragic close to
an era that had begun
in the early 19th
century.
